Lysander
and Hermia flee to the forest as Demetrius and Helena follow close behind and the lovers fall
into the hands of the fairies and their King and Queen, Oberon and Titania. Chaos and hilarity
ensue as Puck trifles with the young lovers thoroughout the night. The play closes as a troupe of
actors perform the delightful tale of Pyramus and Thisby.
